And it doesn’t hurt that Bella, the Hungarian men’s watch clerk who is finally divorcing her no-good husband, finds time to
join him at the bench every now and then. Just when Rudy and Bella’s relationship begins to deepen, the police come to
the store with an update about Rudy’s wife’s untimely death — a co-worker has confessed to her murder — but Rudy’s
actions are suspicious enough to warrant a second look at him, too. Rudy is sent into a tailspin that has just as much
movie drama as it has realistic poignancy.Born and raised in Hartford, CT, Lolly Winston holds an MFA in creative writing
from Sarah Lawrence College. Her first novel, Good Grief, was a New York Times bestseller, a #1 Book Sense pick, and
was translated into 15 languages. The film rights have been optioned by Universal Studios. Her second novel, Happiness
Sold Separately, also hit the New York Times best seller list upon its publication in 2006.
