Major Taylor would retire from racing in 1910 and died from a heart attack in 1932, having spent the last few years of his life in poor health and abject poverty. The modern world is still buffeted by the historical tides unleashed in his era. Icebound will narrate the deadly challenges facing the sailors on Barents’ three expeditions and their place in history. An account of Barents’ last voyage—the first overwintering in the high Arctic—became an international bestseller just two years later. His ordeals inspired and terrified explorers for hundreds of years. They were so well-known to audiences that they found use as a cultural touchstone by Shakespeare in Twelfth Night (“You are now sailed into the north of my lady’s opinion, where you will hang like an icicle on a Dutchman’s beard”). Yet the details of these exploits faded from public memory over time until they became footnotes in tales of later expeditions, and the literary references were forgotten. Icebound will exhume the story. Andrea Pitzer is a journalist who loves to unearth lost history and the author of One Long Night and The Secret History of Vladimir Nabokov. She is the founder of Nieman Storyboard, the narrative nonfiction site of the Nieman Foundation for Journalism at Harvard University (which she also edited in its first years). Her writing has been reviewed or featured by NPR, PRI, the New Yorker, the New York Review of books, among others. In Count Down, Dr. Swan, a world-renowned scientist who has been studying the effects of environmental influences on human reproductive development and health for more than two decades, explores the implications of a 2017 study she published that drew global attention from both the scientific community and the media. Ranked #26 among all referenced scientific papers ever published worldwide, “Temporal Trends in Sperm Count: a systematic review and meta-regression analysis” tracked global decline in male fertility since 1973. Between 1973 and 2011, sperm concentration dropped more than 52% among men in Western countries and the total sperm count fell by more than 59%. These conclusions were drawn after examining the findings from 185 studies, involving 52,935 men, conducted during this 38 year period. It included ordinary, everyday men, and while there was much less data from men from South America, Asia, and Africa, recent statistics indicate to a decline in those countries as well. Swan claims that we’re in the midst of a sperm-decline crisis that threatens to foil fertility, put our collective fecundity on notice, and endanger the health of the planet. Some scientists are describing the sperm count decline as a signal to an invisible but dangerous disruption in the safety of the environment that could affect the very survival of the human race. The questions it raises are without easy answers, and the implications extend far beyond the stuff of dystopian science fiction. Shanna H. Swan, Ph.D., is one of the leading environmental and reproductive epidemiologists in the world, a professor of environmental health, and an award-winning scientist whose work examines the impact of environmental exposures on reproductive health and the neurodevelopment of children. She’s published more than 200 scientific papers and myriad book chapters and has been featured in extensive media coverage around the world.
