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Retro
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In modern parlance 'retro’ means a style knowingly derivative of a
style of the past. It varies to other revivalist art forms such as
Romanticism (see Romantic pxx) in its sense of irony and
detachment and differs to vintage as a modern take on the style,
rather than simply wearing garments of yesteryear. Gucci's Creative
Director Alessandro Michele’s high fashion interpretation of the
retro aesthetic was a game-changer when he took over the house
in January 2015. Since then, he has found critical and consumer
acclaim with his juxtaposition of 1970s, ‘80s and ‘90 styles for men
and women. It's all in the details: a billowing pussy-bow blouse,
wide shirt lapel, flared trouser hem, sleeveless knitted vest, use of
geometric patterns, palette of muted brights off set with shades of
tan and sepia, the addition of texture and shine with lurex and satin
fabrics, and always an oversized pair of spectacles or tinted
sunglasses.

There have been attempts to quantify the trend cycle, notably
by the fashion historian James Laver (1899-1975), who first
published ‘Laver's Law’ in Taste and Fashion (1937) which states
that fashion that is a year out of date is ‘dowdy’, twenty years later
it is 'ridiculous’, before coming back as ‘charming’ seventy years
after its time, and so on (see Fig X below). While it clearly
demonstrates the cyclical nature of fashion, given its reliance on
the nuances of subjective taste — what makes something ‘hideous’,
or ‘amusing’? — and the inaccurate timeline (trends in popular
culture more commonly revolve on a 20-30-year cycle), it may be
better not to abide by this ‘Law too strictly, or do so with caution.

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Flappers
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The flapper has been immortalized in popular culture as the iconic
image of the sleek bob-haired girl in a short, fringed dress, dancing
the Charleston with a cocktail in one hand and a cigarette in the
other. By focusing on the visual aesthetic only, this stereotype
undermines the significant influence that the flapper had on
societal attitudes towards gender and our sense of modernity.
Young people in the 1920s could be forgiven for wanting to
have some fun. World War | which ended in 1918 left nearly 20
million soldiers and civilians dead worldwide, another 21 million
injured, and was punctuated at its end by the so-called ‘Spanish’
influenza epidemnic of 1918-19 which killed a further 50 million
people or so as it swept across the planet. It was a scary time,
made worse by the unusual characteristic of the 1918 pandemic's
high mortality rate in those that were young and otherwise healthy.
Women had taken up the jobs of men during the war, proving
their capabilities as more than housewives and mothers. In the
August of 1920 in the USA, the 19th Amendment to the
Constitution was ratified, granting women the right to vote. While
the suffrage movement was strong in the UK spearheaded by
names such as Emmeline Pankhurst, it wasn't until the
Representation of the People (Equal Franchise) Act of 1928 that
men and women were granted equal voting rights for the first time.
In the background was the Art Deco movement that flourished
post WWI. It celebrated the decorative arts such as furniture,
technology (exciting new inventions such as radios, vacuum
cleaners, cars, and glamorous ocean liners), as well as sumptuous
textiles, fashion and jewellery. A new era of luxury, consumerism
and glamour came sailing in. Aesthetically it had its roots in the
abstracted, geometric lines of Cubism and the bright, impressionistic
colour palette of Fauvism. Travel opened people’s eyes to the
wonders of the east, which led to what we would now consider a
sense of colonial ‘Orientalism’, while the discovery of Tutanhkamun's
tomb in 1922 also inspired a fascination with adventure in the desert.
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
