Money bores of different shapes and sizes, some simple. some modeled after
important buildings, lie a temple, have been found dating back to ancient Greece.
and China. As early as the 1300s, people in Asia were making pig-shaped banks out
of terracotta clay. They were modeled after wild boars in the region because they
were a symbol of prosperity and good fortune. In Europe during the late Middle
Ages, approximately 600 years ago, people dropped their coins into a slot on top
of a pygg pot. It got its name from the orange pygg (their word for termacotta) clay
it was made of. The name of the clay is what inspired the play on words with the
animal, coincidentally changing the shape of these banks-on a completely different
continent-into a pig too! These early piggy banks had no hole on the bottom for
money to come out. This made saving easy but using the money difficult because
the bank had to be broken to get the coins back out! That is why finding these
piggy banks in one piece is rare. The design was changed in the 1800s to add a
plug Today, banks are made of ceramic. metal, and even plastic. Though they now
come in many shapes, the pig s still the most popular. In some countries, they are
frequently given as gifts because they are seen as good luck

back to ancient times, the first formal savings institutions were formed in
Europein the late 17005 and early 1800s. The United States followed when
The Philadelphia Savings Fund Society was established in 1816.
